H.  AWARDS 
1.  Medals will be awarded to the 1st – 4th place finishers in each weight class. 

  
2.   Individual awards will be presented during the championship session.  

Team scores will be kept, those teams recognized but no team trophy will 
be available other than the District IV 2A traveling trophy. 

  
I.  STATE QUALIFIERS 

1. The first four place finishers in each weight class will qualify for the Mat 
Classic Tournament held at the Tacoma Dome February 17th and 18th. 

  
2. The 5th place finisher in each weight class will become the alternate at the 

Mat Classic. The alternate will be used in the event of a scratch by a 
higher placer for Region II only. 

  
J.  OFFICIALS 

1. To be determined and assigned by the WIAA. 
 2. For the Championship Finals, two officials will be used. 
  
K.  MATCHES ENDING IN A DRAW 

1. Federation overtime and sudden death rules will apply. 
  
L.  DISPUTES 

1. Any disputes occurring at the tournament will be presented to the 
Tournament Director and he will confer with the Tournament Committee 
present.  The decision of the Tournament Committee will be final. 

 
2. WIAA Ejection Rule – Wrestlers barred from all further competition 

(remainder of Regional and All of State Tournament) if: 
a. Ejected for First instance of Flagrant Misconduct (Federation 

Rule). OR 
b. Ejected for Second instance of Unsportsmanlike Conduct 

(Federation Rule) of an “abusive” nature (WIAA standard). 
 

 
M.  FACILITIES 

1.     DRESSING ROOMS 
Please be respectful of the CHS locker rooms. 
*  Wrestlers deposit all debris in trashcans. 
*  P. E. Baskets are not disturbed. 
*  Bulletin boards are left untouched. 
*  Coaches should discuss proper care of locker room area. 
 

2.     Each school must furnish their own towels.  Centralia High School will not 
furnish towels.  Dressing rooms will not consistently be monitored.  Keep 
all valuables with you. 



  
3.    FLOOR RESTRICTIONS 

a. No one will be permitted to stand along the mats, including coaches, 
wrestlers, and spectators. 

b. Two coaches per mat.  We insist they remain seated during the course 
of the match unless there is an injury. 

  
6.    PARKING FACILITIES 

Parking is available on campus at Centralia High School.  Cars parked 
illegally in FIRE, EMERGENCY and NO PARKING designated zones will 
be towed at the owner’s expense. 

  
7.    SIGNS 

         No signs except official school banners allowed. 
  

8.    BANDS AND NOISEMAKERS 
         No bands and noisemakers will be allowed. 
  
N.  SPECIAL INTRODUCTION BEFORE CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND 

This procedure will be reviewed at the coaches' meeting February 11th. 
The Championship Round will be held on ONE MAT starting no earlier 
than 3:00pm. 

  
O.  TEAM SCORING 

1.       All tournament scoring will be as stated in the National Federation 
           Rule Book (Rule 9, Section 2) 

           
TEAM PLACEMENT 

        1st Place -   16 points  
         2nd Place - 12 points   
         3rd Place   -   9 points       
   4th Place -   7 points 
   5th Place -   5 points 
  6th Place -   3 points  
 

2. TOURNAMENT SCORING 
Individual placement points shall be awarded as soon as earned.  
Placement points already earned will be deducted in case of forfeit (other 
than injury) or disqualification from the tournament. Points for team 
scoring shall be awarded as follows: 

  
  

a. Two (2) team advancement points shall be scored for each match won 
in the championship bracket, except for the final first place match.  If a 
wrestler receives a bye in the first round, he shall be awarded 2 



advancement points for that round if he wins his next match.  No points 
are awarded for the bye if the wrestler loses his next match. 

 
b. One (1) team advancement point shall be scored for each match won 

in the consolation round, except for the final third and fifth place 
matches.  A wrestler who has a bye in the consolations round shall 
receive one advancement point, provided he wins the next round 
match. 

  
3. POINTS FOR DEFAULT, DISQUALIFICATION, FALL, OR FORFEIT 

a. Two additional points will be scored for each match won by default, 
disqualification, fall, or forfeit throughout the tournament. 

b. One and one-half points will be awarded for each match won by a 
technical fall. 

c. One point will be awarded for each match won by a major decision. 
  

4.  OTHER SCORING 
In tournament scoring six places, the winner of each championship 
quarterfinals shall be awarded three points, and the winner of each 
championship final shall be awarded four additional place points. The 
winner of the quarterfinal consolation match shall receive three additional 
place points. The 3rd place and 5th place winners shall receive two 
additional place points. 

  
P.  WITHDRAWAL OF QUALIFIERS 

Any school that intends to withdraw a qualified participant should contact 
the tournament director as soon as possible. This will allow time to contact 
the alternates.
